Notes

Do I need to list all the documents?

Yes, it is important to list all documents that are attached to the referral. The referral is an official register of documents being submitted to a tribunal.

Relevant documents appear on the checklist.
What are non-relevant documents?

· accounts

· claim payments

· travel itineraries

· internal emails or memos

· general correspondence—for example from insurer to worker or doctors

· witness statements, investigation reports (not required for accepted claims).
